A major goal of 
Interact is to provide opportunities for young people to create greater 
understanding and goodwill among youth in the world. 

ROTARACT was created in 1968 after the success of Interact 
clubs for secondary school age youth. The new youth organization was 
designed to promote responsible citizenship and leadership potential in 
clubs of young men and women aged 18 to 30. The first Rotaract club 
was chartered by the Rotary Club of Charlotte North, North Carolina. 
Rotaract clubs emphasize the importance of individual responsibility as 
the basis of personal success and community involvement.
